METHODOLOGICAL NOTES

Table 27.4. Life expectancy at birth denotes average number of years that a person from a generation would live under the condition
that throughout the life of this generation, age-specific mortality rates remain at the level of the year for which the index is calculated.

Table 27.7. Standardized mortality rates are calculated by weighting the age-specific mortality rates by the standard age structure
of population. The world standard population of the World Health Organization (WHO) is used as the standard.

Tables 27.8, 27.9. According to the WHO methodology, the infant mortality rate is the ratio of the number of children dying before
the age of 1 year to the total number of live births for the same period, multiplied by 1000.

It should be noted that the definition of "live birth", which in some countries differs from the definition adopted in WHO practice, has
a significant impact on the infant mortality rate and the maternal mortality rate. This, as well as the fact that in some countries it is impos-
sible to ensure full registration of all deaths and births, must be taken into account when conducting comparative analysis of indicators be-
tween countries.

Tables 27.10, 27.11, 27.12, 27.13. According to the ILO methodology (Resolution | of the 19" International conference on labour statis-
tics) the employed are persons of working age (aged 15 — 72 in Russia),who during a given short period of time (one week) were engaged
in any activity related to production of goods or provision of services for pay or profit. The employed include:

employed persons “at work”, e.g. those who worked no less than 1 hour in the workplace;

employed persons who are not “at work” due to temporary absence in the workplace or working time arrangements (for instance, be-
cause of awork shift , flexible working time and overtime leave).

Unemployed are persons of working age (age 15 — 72 in Russia), who during the reference period simultaneously met the following cri-
teria:

had no job (gainful occupation);

were seeking jobs, i.e. applied to the state or commercial employment services, used or placed announcements in mass media, Inter-

net, addressed the administration of organization (employer) directly, used personal contacts, etc. or undertook measures to organize

own business;

were ready to start wiorking during the short referance period (in Russia — during the surveyed week).

For most countries, statistics on the employed and the unemployed are provided as average annual data, based on the monthly, quar-
terly and semiannual data of labour force sample surveys.

For Russia, data on the employed and unemployed are obtained from employment sample surveys. The surveys cover population ages
15-72 years.

Unemployment rate is the share of total number of unemployed in labor force (employed and unemployed).

To ensure international comparison of macroeconomic indicators characterizing the level of economic development, in the late 1960-ies
UN Statistics Division, in cooperation with other international organizations, national statistical offices and research organizations developed
the Project (since 1989 Program) of international comparison (ICP), based on the calculation of purchasing power parities (PPPs).

The calculation of GDP by official exchange rate leads to data distortion due to many factors: not all goods and services participate

in foreign trade, demand and supply of currency are not subjects of foreign trade only, different levels of taxation in countries, daily fluctua-
tions of the exchange rate is speculative, etc.

Past ICP rounds were conducted for 1970, 1973, 1975, 1980, 1985, 2005 and 2011. Due to a growing number of participants in compar-
ison, since 1980 the international comparisons are conducted on regional basis once every 3 — 5 years. European countries participated
in the European comparison programme (ECP rounds 1980, 1985, 1990, 1993, 1996, 1999). Since the late 90-ies, the majority of European
countries became EU members, and EU international comparisons, coordinated by Eurostat, became annual comparisons due to adminis-
trative use of comparisons results. Non-European OECD countries remained on a three-year cycle — 2002, 2005, 2008, 2011, 2014. There-
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fore, combined OECD - Eurostat comparisons are carried out every 3 years. Beginning since 2014 the OECD is conducting annual com-
parisons because of growing use of comparisons’ results, including its administrative use.

Since 1993 the Russian Federation participated in GDP international comparisons 1993, 1996, 1999, 2002, 2005, 2008, 2011 and 2014.
Currently, Russia participates in the annual OECD-Eurostat comparisons as well as in the 2017 Global ICP round consucted according
to the decision of the UN Statistical Commission.

The basic approach of conducting international macroeconomic comparisons is as follows:

1. GDP of each country is divided into a number of homogeneous product groups («basic headings») by components of final use (actual
final consumption of households, actual final consumption of general government, gross fixed capital formation, changes of inventories, and
net acquisition of valuables, net exports of goods and services). In the OECD-Eurostat comparisons, 202 primary groups are segregated,
in the comparisons of the CIS member countries — 183 primary groups, in the ICP Global Round — 155 primary groups..

2. Within each basic heading, national prices for certain representative items are observed according to an agreed item list. In accord-
ance with procedures, each country should include at least one product representative for the structure of its national consumption in the list
of products for each basic heading. For PPPs, information about characteristics for domestic market of item-representatives is considered.
The final item list for 2014 comparison included about 3000 items of consumer and investment goods and services. For PPP calculation
at the level of basic heading, the ratio of prices for these individual items in different countries is aggregated. Then these PPPs are weighted
using weights from GDP expenditures at all levels of aggregation up to GDP. The methodology of calculation allows obtaining comparison
results, independent of the choice of accounting units (a monetary unit) and base country.

3. The values of final expenditures on GDP in national currency at all levels of aggregation are recalculated to internationally compara-
ble indicators using corresponding PPPs.

The results of comparisons are calculated and published by international organizations after their reconciliation with participating coun-
tries in accordance with their work schedule.

This handbook contains estimates of the GDP of the Russian Federation carried out by the OECD during annual comparisons.

Tables 27.23, 27.24. Indicators of indices of the physical volume of GDP and physical volume of GDP per capita are, respective-
ly, the ratio of GDP and the ratio of GDP per capita of the country compared to GDP and per capita GDP of the base country (group
of countries). Value indicators in national currency are recalculated using purchasing power parities to real values.

Tables 27.25, 27.26, 27.28. Purchasing power parities (PPP) are among the main indicators. In their simplest form, PPPs are price
ratios. PPPs are calculated not only for individual products, but also for product groups and for each of the different levels of expenditure
aggregation, up to the level of GDP. Nevertheless, they are still price ratios, whether at the level of product groups, aggregates or GDP.
PPPs are both deflators and instruments for converting value indicators in national currency into a single currency. For example, if the price
of 1 Big Mac in Russia is 130 Russian roubles, then the price in the US is $ 5.3. PPP Big Mac between Russia and the US is equal to 130 /
5.3 or 24.53 Russian roubles for 1 US dollar. This means that for every US dollar spent in the US for Big Mac, you need to spend 24.53
roubles in Russia to get the same amount of Big Mac. Accordingly, if at the GDP level, the PPP between Russia and the USA in 2014 is
21.01 roubles per $ 1, then you need to spend 21.01 roubles in Russia and 1 dollar in the United States to buy the same amount of goods
and services. In OECD-Eurostat comparisons, PPPs are traditionally expressed in dollars, in the European Union in purchasing power
standard (PPS) (equivalent to the euro).

Tables 27.25, 27.27. Comparative price level is calculated as the ratio of PPP to the exchange rate. Comparative price levels are cal-
culated for each component of GDP expenditure. This indicator is used when dividing countries into "cheap" (with low values of the indica-
tor) and "expensive" (with a high national price level). This indicator is widely used by tourists at the consumer level. It is revealed that high-
er per capita GDPs correspond to higher comparative price levels.
