PREFACE

The Russian Statistical Yearbook is the most comprehensive annual publication of the Federal State
Statistics Service (Rosstat), reflecting the phenomena and processes occurring in the economic, social
and political life of the country.

The book was prepared on the basis of data received by state statistics bodies from enterprises,
organizations, population via censuses, sample surveys and other forms of statistical observation, data
from ministries and departments of the Russian Federation, as well as materials of international organizations.

This yearbook contains in general the same range of statistical indicators as the previous edition.
At the same time, the book has been supplemented by a number of new tables and indicators allowing
to increase public awareness of the results of statistical observations. Some of the previously published tables
are not presented in this publication.

The yearbook begins with information on the main socio-economic characteristics of the Russian Federation
and the state structure of the Russian Federation. It provides information characterizing the geography
and climate of the Russian Federation, data on the environment, geological exploration.

Information on the population, employment and welfare is widely presented. Special sections are devoted
for description of the main areas of the social sphere. Indicators of tourism development are published
in separate section.

Indicators of the system of national accounts, that are presented in the yearbook, characterize
the macroeconomic aspects of functioning the Russian economy. One of the sections of the yearbook contains
the general description of enterprises and organizations, including financial condition.

A considerable part of the yearbook is devoted to indicators that characterize certain types of economic
activities — mining and quarrying, manufacturing, electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning supply, water
supply; sewerage, waste management and remediation activities, agriculture, forestry and fishing, construction,
transportation, activities of organizations serving population.

Data on the scientific potential of the Russian Federation, the results of research and development,
innovation activity and on the implementation and use of information technologies are published. The yearbook
contains information on investments, fixed assets, indicators of prices and tariffs, data characterizing
the financial system.

One of the sections of yearbook is devoted to foreign economic activities and includes information on foreign
trade in goods and services as well as data on foreign trade prices. The final section presents data
on international comparisons of Russia with foreign countries, including data on purchasing power parities.

Data in tables containing indicators by economic activity and by kind of products, starting since 2017, are given
in accordance with the Russian Classifications of Economic Activity (OKVED2) OK 029-2014 and of Products
by Economic Activity (OKPD2) OK 034-2014 ), implemented in statistical practice since January 1, 2017.

Similar data for the period up to 2016 inclusive, developed in accordance with the previous Russian
Classification of Economic Activities (OKVED-2007)OK 029-2007 and the Russian Classification of Products
by Economic Activities (OKPD) (CPA 2002) OK 034-2007, were published in the «Russian Statistical Yearbook.
2017».

The electronic version of which is posted on the official Internet portal of the Federal State Statistics Service
in the section «Publications».

Each section of the Yearbook contains statistical data on the socio-economic situation of the republics,
territories, regions, and cities of federal importance, the autonomous region and autonomous areas for 2021,
allowing comparisons and obtaining comprehensive information on the constituent entities of the Russian
Federation. More detailed information on these issues is published regularly in Rosstat’s annual statistical
handbooks: «Regions of Russia. Socio-economic indicators. 2022», «Regions of Russia. Main characteristics
of the constituent entities of the Russian Federation. 2022».

Statistical data are given mainly for 2000, 2010, 2019 — 2021, taking into account the comparability
of the indicators.



Some indicators for 2020 were corrected to present more precise data than published earlier, data
for 2021 in some cases are preliminary data.

In order to ensure the confidentiality of primary statistical data received from organizations (Clause 5, Article
4, Part 1, Article 9 of Federal Law Ne 282-FZ of November 29, 2007 «On Official Statistical Accounting
and State Statistics System in the Russian Federation»), data on the production of certain types of products
that indirectly disclose the single producers of products in a constituent entity of the Russian Federation
are not published in the handbook.

The yearbook is published with an appendix containing information on socio-economic indicators for Russia
as a whole over the years (1991 — 2021). And historical time series. The electronic version of the collection
and its applications are available on the official website of Rosstat (https://rosstat.gov.ru) under the heading
“Publications”.

Since 2017, the yearbook is published in the new edition, which presents statistics simultaneously
in two languages (Russian and English).

More detailed information on specific features of the socio-economic development of Russia is published
by Rosstat in other official statistical publications listed at the end of this yearbook.

STATE STRUCTURE OF THE RUSSIAN FEDERATION

According to the Constitution, the Russian Federation — Russia is a democratic federative law-governed state with a republican form
of government (Article 1).

State power in the Russian Federation shall be exercised by the President of the Russian Federation, the Federal Assembly
(the Council of Federation and the State Duma), the Government of the Russian Federation, and the courts of the Russian Federation
(Article 11).

The President of the Russian Federation shall be the Head of State and shall be elected for six years by citizens of the Russian
Federation on the basis of universal, equal, direct suffrage by secret ballot (Articles 80, 81).

The Federal Assembly — parliament of the Russian Federation shall be the representative and legislative body of the Russian
Federation and shall consist of two chambers — the Council of Federation and the State Duma (Articles 94, 95).

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NATURAL RESOURCES AND CLIMATE

Natural resources. The Russian Federation occupies most of Eastern Europe and Northern Asia. The territory of the country i
s 17,125,2 thousand km2 (according to the Rosreestr as of January 1, 2022) — the first place in the world. Length in the meridional direction
2.5 — 4.0 thousand km, in the latitudinal direction — 9 thousand km. The state borders: in the northwest — with Norway and Finland; in the
west — with Poland, Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania and Belarus; in the southwest — with Ukraine; in the south — with Abkhazia, Georgia, South
Ossetia, Azerbaijan and Kazakhstan; in the southeast — with China, Mongolia and Korean People's Democratic Republic; in the east (marine
border) — with the USA and Japan.

Russia is distinguished by a heterogeneous climate and a wide variety of landscapes and natural areas. The main ones are: arctic
deserts, constantly covered with snow; tundra with stunted vegetation, large wetlands and perennial permafrost at relatively shallow
soil depths; taiga — vast areas of coniferous and mixed forests; steppe — areas covered with grassy vegetation.

Most of the territory of the Russian Federation is located in the temperate zone. Almost everywhere the climate continental (in the Far
North-West — maritime), in Siberia and the northern regions of the Far East — sharply continental, in the South of the Far East — moderate
monsoon. Average monthly temperatures in January from 0°, -5°C (in the North Caucasus) to -40°, -50°C (in the Republic of Sakha
(Yakutia), where the minimum temperatures reach -65°, -70°C), in July — from 1°C (in the northern coast of Siberia) up to 24 - 25 ° C
(on the Caspian lowland). The greatest amount of precipitation falls in the mountains of the Caucasus (up to 2000 mm per year),
in the South of the Far East (up to 1000 mm), as well as in the forest zone of the East European Plain (up to 700 mm). The minimum
amount of precipitation falls on the semi-desert regions of the Caspian lowland (about 150 mm per year).

Half of the lands of the Russian Federation are occupied by forests, 13% by agricultural land, 13% by surface waters, including swamps
(according to Rosreestr as of January 1, 2022), 23% — other lands.

About 70% of the area is occupied by vast plains. The East European Plain extends to the west. Her eastern the border is the Ural
mountain system. To the east of the Urals is the West Siberian Plain. Between the rivers Yenisei and Lena there is the Central Siberian
Plateau, in the east turning into the Central Yakut Plain.

Mountainous areas prevail in the east and south, in the European part — these are the ridges of the northern slope of the Greater
Caucasus. Here the highest point of the Russian Federation is marked — Mount Elbrus, 5642 m. Mountains of Southern Siberia, stretching
along state borders, include: Altai, Kuznetsk Alatau, Western Sayan, Eastern Sayan, Tyva mountains, Baikal region, Transbaikalia and the
Stanovoi Uplands. In the North-East of Siberia, the Far East, medium-altitude ridges predominate. The mountains of Kamchatka and the
Kuril Islands stretch along the Pacific coast.

Russia is washed by the seas of the Arctic Ocean (Barents, White, Kara, Laptev, East Siberian, Chukchi), Pacific Ocean (Bering,
Okhotsk, Japan), Atlantic Ocean (Baltic, Black, Azov). There are at least 2.3 million rivers in the country. The number of large rivers (more
than 500 km long) is 225 units, medium rivers (from 101 to 500 km) — 3379 units, small rivers (from 10 to 100 km) — 126601 units.
The longest rivers are Lena (4.4 thousand km), Irtysh (4.2 thousand km), Ob (3.7 thousand km), Volga (3.5 thousand km), Yenisei
(3.5 thousand . km), Lower Tunguska (3.0 thousand km), Amur (2.8 thousand km), Vilyui (2.7 thousand km)."”

The number of lakes registered in the state water register is 29 995 units.? Number of reservoirs (lakes and reservoirs) on the territory
of the country is more than 2.2 million units, including those with a surface area of more than 1000 km2 — 28 units, from 101 to 1000 km? —
127 units, from 51 to 100 km2 — 181 units. The largest of the lakes are Baikal (31.5 thousand km?), Ladoga (17.7 thousand km?), Onega
(9.7 thousand km?), Taimyr (4.6 thousand km?), Khanka (4 ,1 thousand km?), from reservoirs — Kuibyshev (6.4 thousand km?), Bratskoye
(5.5 thousand km?), Rybinsk (4.6 thousand km?) and Volgograd (3.1 thousand km?)".

Russia is extremely rich in mineral resources and ranks first in the world in terms of explored reserves of natural gas and diamonds.
According to the explored reserves of such minerals as oil, iron, coal, copper, nickel, lead, cobalt, zinc, tin, tungsten, gold, silver, platinum
group metals, rare earth metals, potassium salts and cement raw materials, the country is in the group of world leaders).”

Climate of Russia ¥ The climate of Russia in most of its territory is extremely continental: it is distinguished by a large amplitude
of seasonal temperature changes from hot summers to very cold winters.

Climate warming over the past decades is a global trend in its change associated with anthropogenic emissions of greenhouse gases.
Despite the measures taken under the UN Framework Convention on Climate Change to limit greenhouse gas emissions, their
concentration continues to grow. Carbon dioxide concentration steadily increasing in the Earth's atmosphere. In 2021, it reached another
maximum. The average annual value at the stations of the Russian Federation located in background conditions approached the value
of 419 ppm. Stations subject to influence of regional sources also demonstrate an increase in CO2 concentration. In 2021, annual
averagesCO2 concentrations were 422.5 ppm, 425.4 ppm, 431.3 ppm at Novy Port, Prioksko-Terrasny Biosphere Reserve and Obninsk,
respectively. The growth rate of CO2 concentration, which decreased in 2020, possibly as a result of the introduction of restrictions
associated with the Covid-19 pandemic, to values of 1.8-2.2 ppml/year, begins to recover, amounting to 2 in 2021, 6-2.8 ppm/year
at Teriberka and Tiksi stations.

2021 was an outstanding year in terms of the increase in the concentration of methane in the atmosphere (18.4 billion —1/year
and 20.5 billion —1/year for stations Teriberka and Tiksi, respectively). The average annual concentration of methane under background
conditions is close to 2000 ppb, and at the Tiksi station it has crossed this threshold. Abnormally high values of methane (3000-4000 ppb)
in the surface layer of the atmosphere were recorded in 2021 at Obninsk station, the average annual methane concentration increased
by 76 ppb, which is a record for this station for the entire period of measurements since 1998.
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Warming continues throughout Russia throughout the year and in all seasons. The growth rate of the average annual temperature
in Russia for the period 1976 - 2021 was 0.49°C/10 years (contribution to the total variability 54%). The fastest growth is observed in spring
(0.66°C/10 years), but against the background of interannual fluctuations, the trend stands out most of all in summer (0.40°C/10 years,
describes 67% of the total variance).

The most rapidly warming is the Arctic zone of the Russian Federation: on average per year — 0.69 ° C/ 10 years, in spring — 0.94 ° C/
10 years. The minimum of warming on average per year was noted in the south of Siberia, where in winter there is a small area
of temperature decrease (up to — 0.7 ° C/ 10 years). In the south of Siberia, the temperature increase is very weak in summer (less than
0.2°C/10 years).

The average annual air temperature anomaly (deviation from the average for 1961 - 1990) in 2021 on average for the territory of Russia
amounted to +1.35 ° C — the fifteenth value in a row since 1936. Temperatures above the climatic norm were observed almost throughout
the country, except Chukotka. It was warm in the south of the European part of Russia and the Far Eastern Federal District; Such
temperature conditions, on average for the year, have developed with extremely warm summers and cold winters.

Winter 2020/21 the average temperature anomaly in Russia was 0.46°C. Temperatures were below normal in the center and east
of the European part of Russia, in the central regions of the Asian part of Russia, the coldest conditions have developed in Western Siberia
(anomalies at stations up to — 4 ° C, anomaly averaged over the region — 2.38 ° C) and in the east of Central Siberia (anomalies up to —
5°C). Temperatures above the climatic norm were observed in the west and south of the European part of Russia, in the Sayans, in the
south of the Far Eastern Federal District, on the Asian coast of the Arctic Ocean, in the northeast of the country.

In spring, the average temperature anomaly in Russia amounted to +2.000C — the 13th value in the series. Temperatures were above
normal throughout the country. It is especially warm (temperature anomalies above + 3 ° C) in the South Urals, in Primorye, in the south
of Kamchatka.

The summer was record warm during the observation period: the average temperature anomaly in Russia amounted to +2.00 0.15°C
higher than the previous maximum in the summer of 2016 and almost 0.4°C higher than in the summer of 2010. The warmest summer was
also in the Asian part of Russia with an anomaly of +1.66°C, and in the European part of Russia an anomaly of +2.92°C — the second
in a row. It was cooler in the border regions of the Ural Federal District and the Siberian Federal District in Chukotka, where small negative
anomalies were observed.

In autumn, the average anomaly in Russia was +1.940C — the 7th value in the series. Positive anomalies were observed throughout
the country, except for the extreme north-east of the country and the foothills of the Caucasus. Abnormally warm conditions have been
observed in the center and in the south of the Far Eastern Federal District, in the Far Eastern Federal District as a whole, the anomaly
+ 2.65 ° C is the third value in a row.

In 2021, the temperature in the Russian Arctic was above the norm by 1.19°C. This is the 22nd - 24th value in a row since 1936,
it is lower than the temperatures of the previous 10 years. Temperatures above the norm were observed everywhere, except for the coast
of the Gulf of Anadyr. Winter was cold in the European (anomaly -0.58°C) and Siberian (-1.63°C) sectors and warm in the eastern sector
(1.74°C). Rest the seasons were warmer than the norm in the Russian Arctic as a whole and in all sectors, especially spring and summer
in the European (2.93°C, rank 11, and 2.05°C, rank 7) and autumn in the Siberian (2.84°C, rank 10).

The area occupied by sea ice in the Siberian Arctic Seas in September (the minimum for the year) in 2021 increased from the record
low level of 2020 (26 thousand km2) and reached the average level since 2005 of about 230 thousand km2.

On the territory of Russia as a whole, the trend towards an increase in annual precipitation prevails: the trend for 1976-2021 is 2.2%/10
years, the contribution to the variance is 39% (statistically significant at the 1% level).Precipitation growth trend prevails in spring season:
5.9% of the norm/10 years, the increase in precipitation occurs almost everywhere. However, in the summer in the central and southern
regions of the European part of Russia, precipitation decreases: in the Volga Federal District -4.5% per decade.

Precipitation in 2021 in Russia as a whole amounted to 107% of the norm (average for 1961 - 1990) — the 7th value in a row since 1936.
A significant excess of precipitation was observed in the south of the European part of Russia (in the Southern Federal District: 126%
of the norm — the 2nd value in a row, in the North Caucasus Federal District: 132% — the maximum value in a row), in the middle reaches
of the Amur. A noticeable deficit of precipitation (less than 80% of the norm) was observed in the Southern Urals, as well as
in the Khabarovsk Territory. Seasonal there is an excess of precipitation in the spring: in general, 112% of the norm fell in Russia — the third
value in a row (especially in the Asian part of Russia: 112% — the second value in a row) and summer deficit: Russia as a whole received
93% of the norm — among the three-four summer seasons with the largest precipitation deficit since 1936 (the least precipitation fell
in Eastern Siberia: 79 % and in the Volga Federal District: 71%). In winter, an extremely large amount of precipitation fell in the Baikal and
Transbaikal regions (159% — the second value in a row). In a significant part of the country, there is a tendency to reduce the duration
of snow cover.

On average for Russia, the number of days with snow is reduced by 1.26 days in 10 years. As in the period 1976 - 2020, there is
an increase in the maximum depth of snow cover during the winter in most of the country, the average for Russia is 1.45 cm / 10 years.
Maximum winter water storage in snow from 1976 to 2021 according to route observations in the field, it increases by 2.17 mm over
10 years. According to route observations in the forest on the territory of Russia, tendencies for a decrease in the maximum winter water
reserve in snow prevail: —1.74 mm / 10 years on average in Russia and —6.09 mm / 10 years in the center of the European part of Russia.

Average duration of snow cover in Russia during the cold period 2020-2021 was significantly (by 8.5 days) less than the climatic norm
of 1971 - 2000. and entered the top ten smallest since 1967. In the northern regions of the country, the negative anomaly of the duration
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of snow cover was a record. The maximum height of snow cover everywhere, except for the north of the EPR and Western Siberia, was
above the norm. On average in Russia, the anomaly was 4.2 cm and was in the top ten values. According to the data of snow surveys, the
maximum water content in snow, on average for Russia, turned out to be significantly below the norm in the forest (anomaly —13.4 mm: the
third smallest value since 1967), but exceeded the norm in the field (anomaly 9.2 mm).

In most of the territory of Russia, positive trends in the minimum soil temperature for the period 1976-2021 prevail, not exceeding 0.4 °
C /10 years at all depths up to 320 cm. In 2021, in most of the territory of Russia in the entire soil layer up to 320 cm positive anomalies
less than +2°C prevailed.

In 2021, in more than 70% of sites in Russia, the thickness of the seasonally thawed layer of permafrost

exceed the average long-term values, while significant regional variability remains. Trends on almost all sites remain positive, which
indicates a steady trend of increasing depth thawing permafrost in the 21st century.

In 2021, in general, 1205 dangerous hydrometeorological phenomena were observed on the territory of Russia, including
agrometeorological and hydrological ones (205 more events than in 2020). Of all the dangerous hydrometeorological phenomena observed
in 2021, 417 caused significant damage to the sectors of the economy and the livelihoods of the population.

In general, during the year, the operational forecasting institutions of Roshydromet issued 2833 storm warnings, the accuracy of which
reached 96.8%.

In 2021, 612 cases (the maximum value for 26 years) of occurrence of meteorological hazards and complexes of meteorological
phenomena were registered on the territory of Russia. The frequency of heavy precipitation, strong winds, complexes of meteorological
phenomena and frosts was high. This is more than 65% of all dangerous

meteorological events. The largest number of meteorological hazards was noted in the Siberian Federal District — 122 and the Far
Eastern Federal District — 110.

On the whole, the solar radiation regime in 2021 was characterized by a reduced influx of direct radiation over most of the territory o
f Russia. Winter 2020/2021 and in the summer of 2021, the values of direct radiation were close to the norm for the period 1961 - 1990.
In the spring season, reduced values of direct radiation were observed. The average deviation from the norm was about 6%.

Changes in the duration of sunshine almost throughout Russia are characterized by a positive trend: an increase is observed at 71% of
stations.

A positive trend for Russia as a whole is observed in all seasons and is statistically significant (with the exception of autumn).

In 2021, no significant anomalies in the annual amounts of sunshine duration were observed on the territory of Russia. The average
annual duration of sunshine for Russia was close to the norm for 1981-2010. (102%), in the European part of Russia it exceeded the norm
(106%) (especially in the Volga Federal District (109% — rank 4 since 1961). In the Asian part of Russia, significant areas were occupied
by negative anomalies, especially significant in the south of Eastern Siberia (95% of the norm among five minimum ones).

Over the territory of the Russian Federation in 2021, the average annual values of the total ozone content were close to the long-term
average values for 1974-1984. Deviations of the average annual values of the total ozone from the norm in 2021 for all analyzed stations
lie in the range from 7 to +6%.

Since the early 1980s and until the mid — 1990s. there was a noticeable decrease in the ozone layer. Since the late 1990s its relative
stabilization is observed. Trend of annual mean values of total ozone according to 1997 - 2021 data in the latitudinal zone 60° -90° N.S.
positive and is 0.36 units.D. for a decade. The trend of the total ozone content in the latitude zone 30°-60° N remains negative and is —
0.35 units. D. for a decade.

METHODOLOGICAL NOTES

Table 3.2. Multi-year average river flow is arithmetic mean of runoff for certain watercourse of a river for long-term follow-up period.

Table 3.6. Water withdrawal from natural water reservoirs for use is withdrawal of water from surface reservoirs (including seas)
and aquifers for water consumption. The total withdrawal includes used mine water, obtained during the extraction of minerals.
This indicator does not include the volume of water passed through hydro systems for electricity generation, sluicing for passing of vessels
and fish, maintaining navigable depths, etc. The volume of transit water withdrawal to supply large channels is not taken into account.

Industrial and municipal wastes are substances or articles that are emerged in the process of production, performance of work,
the provision of services or in the process of consumption, which are discharging, intended for discharge or are subject to discharge.

Hazardous waste contains hazardous substances with hazardous properties (toxicity, explosiveness, fire risk, high reactivity)
or containing viruses of infectious diseases, or which may be of immediate or potential danger to environment and human health by itself
or after contacting with other substances.

Use of waste — use of waste for production of goods (products), works, services or generation of energy.

Utilization of waste — use of waste for the production of goods (products), performance of works, rendering of services, including reuse
of waste, including reuse of waste for direct use (recycling), their return to the production cycle after appropriate preparation (regeneration),
and extraction of useful components for their reuse (recuperation) as well as use of solid municipal waste as renewable energy source
(secondary energy resources) after extracting useful components from them at processing facilities that meet the requirements
of the Russian legislation.

Waste treatment is reduction of mass of waste, change in its composition, physical and chemical features (including incineration, with
exception of incineration associated with use of municipal solid waste as renewable energy source (secondary energy resources)),and (or)
disinfection of waste in specialized installations) in order to reduce the negative impact of waste on human health and environment.

Expenditures on environmental protection - the sum of expenditures of enterprises (organizations, institutions), individual
entrepreneurs, the state (budgets of the Russian Federation, constituent entities of the Russian Federation, municipalities) with a dedicated
environmental purpose (collection, treatment, reduction, prevention or elimination of pollutants, pollution as such or any other types and
elements of environmental degradation, which, in turn, are the result of entrepreneurial activity) carried out due to all sources of funding.
The total expenditures on environmental protection include investments in fixed assets aimed at protecting the environment and rational use
of natural resources, as well as current expenditures on environmental protection.

Index of physical volume of expenditures on environmental protection is a relative indicator characterizing the change (increase,
decrease) in volume of environmental expenditures in the reporting period compared to the previous period.

Tables 3.6, 3.7, 3.13, 3.14. Emissions of pollutants into atmosphere — release of pollutants into atmosphere (which have adverse
effects on human health and environment) from stationary and mobile sources of emissions. All pollutants entering atmosphere are taken
into account, both after the passing of dust and gas treatment installations (as a result of incomplete capture and purification) at organized
sources of pollution, and without purification from organized and unorganized pollution sources. Accounting of air pollutant emissions is
carried out both according to their aggregate state (solid, gaseous and liquid), and to different substances (ingredients).

Stationary source of air pollution is a non-moving fixed-site process unit (plant, device, apparatus, etc.) polluting atmosphere during
its work. The category also includes other objects (terricones, reservoirs, etc.).

Tables 3.7, 3.13. Volume of captured and neutralized air pollutants includes all types of pollutants that are captured (neutralized)
in dust and gas treatment installations, as part of their total volume emitted from stationary sources.

Table 3.8. Specially protected natural territories are areas of land, water surface and air space above them, where natural
complexes and objects are located that have a special nature protection, scientific, cultural, aesthetic, recreational and health value, which
are eliminated by decisions of public authorities in whole or in part from economic use and for which the special protection forrmat is
established.

Specially protected natural territories can be of federal, regional or local importance and are managed by the federal executive
authorities, executive authorities of the constituent entities of the Russian Federation and local authorities, as well as by state scientific
organizations and state higher education institutions.

Specially protected natural territories are national heritage.

Table 3.9. State nature reserves and national parks are specially protected natural territories of federal importance.

Within the boundaries of state nature reserves, the natural environment is preserved in its natural state and economic and other
activities are completely prohibited, except as provided by the legislation on specially protected natural territories.

Within the boundaries of national parks, zones are identified in which the natural environment is preserved in a natural state and any
activity not stipulated by the legislation on specially protected natural territories is prohibited, and zones in which economic and other
activities are restricted in order to preserve natural and cultural heritage objects and their recreational use.

Table 3.10. Use of fresh water — consumption of water resources taken from various sources (including seawater) to meet household
needs. It does not include recycling water consumption, or reuse of sewage and collector-drainage water.

Use of water for irrigation and agricultural water supply includes the volume of water used for irrigation of vegetation and soil
moisture, for needs of animal production, and a number of other purposes, including household and drinking needs of rural population.
The volume of water used for housekeeping and drinking needs of rural population is included only in case of centralized water supply.

Use of water for industrial purposes (excluding for agriculture) is the volume of water used for technical (technological) needs
in mining and quarrying, manufacturing, electricity, gas, steam and air conditioning supply, transport, construction and other activities,
including the amount of fresh water for feeding water recycling systems.

Use of water for household and drinking needs — water consumption to meet all household and communal needs of population
(including those working at organizations). It includes water used for watering of streets, etc.

Table 3.11. Discharge of wastewater into surface water reservoirs includes the volumes of normatively clean, normatively purified
and polluted flows (industrial and household) discharged into surface water reservoirs.

Normatively clean wastewater is runoff that having discharged into water reservoirs without treatment and does not lead to a violation
of water quality standards in monitored channels or point of water use.

Normatively purified (treated) wastewater — runoff that after treatment at cleaning facilities and discharge into water reservoirs does
not lead to violation of water quality standards in monitored channels or points of water use, i.e. content (volume) of pollutants in these
wastewaters shall not exceed the approved maximum admissible discharge level.

Polluted wastewater — industrial and household wastewater discharged into surface water reservoirs without treatment (or after
insufficient treatment) containing pollutants in amounts exceeding the approved maximum admissible discharge level. They do not include
collector and drainage water discharged from irrigated lands after watering.

Table 3.13. Used (recycled) air pollutants include amount of captured pollutants returned to production and used to produce
commercial products or to be sold at market. Pollutants transferred by a respondent as industrial wastes to be placed in storage sites
(burial) are not taken into account.

Tables 3.17, 3.18. Geological explorations are the explorations carried out on territory of the country with purpose of revealing
and assessing the stocks of mineral raw materials and their territorial location.

Exploration expenses are the entire volume of explorations expressed in value terms, regardless of sources of funding (federal
budget, budgets of the constituent entities of the Russian Federation, own funds of organizations, investments of domestic and foreign
entrepreneurs, bank loans, etc.).

Table 3.19. Deep exploratory drilling is a way to search for and explore mineral deposits, as well as regional studies at big depths
by boreholes.

Deep exploratory drilling for oil and gas includes support, parametric, exploratory and exploration wells that are drilled with oil rigs,
by rotary, turbine method and electric drills for regional exploration, prospecting and exploration of oil and gas fields.

METHODOLOGICAL NOTES

The primary source of population information is population censuses.

Population census is a process of collecting demographic, economic and social data that characterize each inhabitant of a country
or territory at a definite point of time.

The recent Russian Population Census 2020 was conducted, at midnight of October 1 2021.

De-facto population — category of population, comprised of people to be at certain point of time at a given settlement or territory,
including temporary residents.

De-jure population — category of population, comprised of people to have usual (permanent) residence at a given settlement
or territory, including those who are temporarily absent.

Population estimates — an approximate determination of number of inhabitants on territory of a country or its part developed using
results of last population census, to which every year the number of births and immigrants to this territory is added, while the number
of deaths and emigrants from the given territory is subtracted.

By default, data on the Russian Federation for 2014 are given taking into account the information on the Republic of Crimea and
Sevastopol city. Estimation of number of de-jure population of the Republic of Crimea and Sevastopol city as of January 1, 2015 was made
taking into account the results of the 2014 Population census in the Crimean Federal District. Considering that as of January 1, 2014
the Republic of Crimea and Sevastopol city have not been part of the Russian Federation, the results of the census were not shifted
on January 1, 2014. Data as of July 1, 2014 are taken as annual average population for these constituent entities.

Annual average population is the arithmetic mean of population at the beginning and end of relevant period.
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Tables 4.1, 4.3, 4.5, 4.6, 4.7. The distribution of population by urban and rural is made at the place of residence, while urban
settlements are considered to be settlements that are classified in the established legislative order as urban ones. All other settlements are
rural.

Tables 4.1, 4.5, 4.6. In the data on population by main age groups, the population under the working age consists of children
and adolescents under 16 years; working age — males 16 — 59 years, females 16 — 54 years; over working age — males 60 years and over,
females 55 years and over.

Table 4.8. During population censuses the ethnicity is being indicated in accordance with the Constitution of the Russian Federation
(Article 26) by respondents on the basis of self-determination and is recorded by enumerators strictly from the words of the respondents.
When processing materials of a census, the respondent answers on ethnicity are systematized into 145 ethnicities and 49 ethnic groups
included in them according to the List of the Ethnic Composition of the Population of the Russian Federation, developed
by the N.N. Miklukho-Maklay Institute of Ethnology and Anthropology-of the Russian Academy of Science and approved by the Decision
of the Working Session on the additional consideration of the preliminary results of the All-Russian Population Census 2020 in part related
to ethnicity and languages (Protocol of October 25, 2022 No.P-18).

Tables 4.9, 4.10. Population of urban settlements and their groupings are given without settlements that subordinate to administrations
of cities and urban-type settlements (except Moscow city and Sevastopol city), within borders of the relevant years. The population
of Moscow includes settlements Moskovsky, Shcherbinka, Troitsk (all are cities), Kokoshkino, Kievsky (urban-type settlements)
and 16 settlements with rural population. The population of Sevastopol city includes settlements of Balaklava, Inkerman (all are cities),
Kacha (urban-type settlement) and 37 settlements with rural population.

Vital statistics is a generalized title of a set of births and deaths that change the population by so-called natural way. Marriages
and divorces also apply to the vital statistics; although they do not change the population directly, but are accounted for in the same order
as births and deaths.

Tables 4.12 — 4.20. Data on births, deaths, marriages and divorces are obtained on the basis of the annual statistical development
of data contained in records of birth, death, marriage and divorce acts compiled by the civil registrar offices. Since October 1, 2018, the data
are uploaded from the Unified State Register of Civil Status Acts.

Number of births includes only those born alive.

Since 2012, in the Russian Federation, according to Order No. 1687 n of the Ministry of Health and Social Development of the Russian
Federation of December 27, 2011 “On Medical Criteria of Birth, Form of Birth Certificate and Procedure for its Issuance,” the live birth
is defined as following: “Live birth is the moment the fetus is separated from the mother’s body through childbirth at the due date pregnancy
22 weeks or more with a newborn’s body weight of 500 grams or more (or less than 500 grams for multiple births) or if the child’s body
weight at birth is unknown, with a newborn’s body length of 25 cm or more if the newborn has signs of live birth (breathing, heartbeat,
throbbing of umbilical cord or voluntary muscular movements, regardless of whether the umbilical cord is cut and the placenta
is separated)”.

The legal age of marriage in the Russian Federation is 18 years for men and women.

If there are good reasons, local governments have the right, at the request of persons wishing to marry, to allow marriage to persons
who have reached the age of 16 years. The laws of the constituent entities of the Russian Federation may establish the procedure
and conditions under which marriage may be permitted, as an exception, up to 16 years.

Crude indicators of vital statistics are used, as a rule, to assess the current changes in population as a whole, for instance,
as components for calculation of population.

Natural increase (decrease) of population is absolute value of difference between numbers of births and deaths for a definite period
of time. Its value can be either positive or negative.

Crude birth and crude death rates are, correspondingly, the ratio of number of live births and deaths during a calendar year to annual
average population. The indicators are compiled in per mille (per 1000 population).

Natural increase (decrease) rate is the difference of crude birth and crude death rates.

Crude marriage and crude divorce rates are the ratio of number of marriages and divorces registered during a calendar year
to annual average population. The indicators are compiled in per mille (per 1000 population).

Infant mortality rate is compiled as sum of two components, the first of which shows the ratio of number of deaths of infants under one
year of the generation born in year for which the rate is compiled, to total births of the same year, and the second component shows the
ratio of deaths of infants under one year of the generation born in the preceding year, to total number of births of the preceding year. This
rate is compiled in per mille (per 1000 of live births).

For detailed (full) presentation of demographic situation, in addition to crude rates, the special rates (see below) are used.

Age-specific fertility rates are the ratio of the number of births to women of the given age group per year to the annual average
number of women of this age, according to current estimates. To calculate the coefficient for the age group under 20 years, the number
of women aged 15 — 19 is taken as a denominator. When calculating the coefficient for the age group of 15 — 49 years, the numerator
includes all those born, including those born to mothers aged under 15 and 50 and older..

Total fertility rate is the sum of age-specific fertility rates calculated for age groups in the interval 15 — 49 years. This rate shows how
many births would give one woman to children throughout the reproductive period (i.e. from 15 to 50 years), while maintaining age-specific
fertility at level of the year for which the indicator is calculated. Its value, unlike the crude birth rate, does not depend on the age composition
of population and characterizes the average birth rate in a given calendar year.

Life expectancy at birth is the number of years that an average person would have to live from a generation of births, provided that
throughout the life of this generation the age-specific mortality remains at level of the year for which the indicator is calculated.

Age-specific mortality rates are calculated as the ratio of number of deaths at a given age in a calendar year to annual average
number of persons of a given age, according to current estimation.

These rates characterize the average death rate in each age group in a calendar year.

Tables 4.16, 4.18. Source of information on causes of death is represented by inscriptions in death certificates issued by physicians
concerning diseases, external causes of deaths — accidents, homicides, suicide or other external causes (injuries caused by actions
envisaged by law, non-specified injuries — accidental or premeditated, injuries as a result of military actions) being the cause of death.

Staring since 1999, the development of data on mortality by causes of death in Rosstat has been carried out according to the
Abbreviated List of Causes of Death (1997), based on the International Statistical Classification of Diseases and Related Health Problems
(WHO Rev. X, 1989).
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Since 2011, the records are compiled according to the Abbreviated List of Causes of Death (2010), based on the International Statistical
Classification of Diseases and Related Health Problems (WHO Rev. X, 1989).

Mortality rates by cause of death is the ratio of number of deaths from indicated causes of death to the average annual population
according to current estimates. Unlike the common mortality rates, they are calculated not per 1000 population, but per 100 000 population
(for children under 1 year old — per 10,000 births).

Tables 4.21, 4.22. Data on international and domestic migration have been obtained by processing migration documents from the
Ministry of Internal Affairs, which are compiled during registration and taking off registration records of population at a place of residence.
Since 2011, persons registered at a place of stay for a period of 9 months or more have been included in the statistical records as long-term
migration. Accounting of number of departed persons is carried out automatically in the process of electronic processing of data
on migration of the population when moving within the Russian Federation, as well as after the expiry of the period of stay of migrants
irrespective of a place of their former residence.

"Arrivals" and “departures” characterize migration with some conventionality, since the same person can change his (her) place
of permanent residence more than once during a year.

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METHODOLOGICAL NOTES

Tables 5.1 - 5.5, 5.10 — 5.17, 5.23 — 5.31. Data on labour force, employment and unemployment are based on the resuts of labour
force sample surveys, that have been carried out by statistical bodies of the Russian Federation since 1992. Since 1999 till August 2009, the
survey was conducted quarterly as of the last week of the second month of the quarter (end of February, May, August, November),
and starting since September 2009, the survey is conducted monthly.

The survey is conducted in all constituent entities of the Russian Federation by sampling method with extending the results
to the surveyed age-specific population. In the Chechen Republic, the survey is being carried out since 2006.

Labour force denotes persons at age 15 years and over, who are considered employed or unemployed during the reference period
(the week surveyed).

Employed are persons at age 15 years and over who, during the surveyed week were engaged (an hour per week at least)
in any type of activity to produce goods or provide services for pay or profit. Likewise, the number of employed includes persons
temporarily absent from work for a short period of time who retain job attachment during the absence.

Unemployed (according to the standards of the International Labour Organization (ILO) are persons at age 15 years and over, who,
during the reference period, equally met the following criteria:

had no job (gainful activities);

had been seeking for a job during four last weeks preceding the reference week using any method applicable;

were ready to take on a job during the reference week.

Students, retired and disabled persons are referred to as unemployed, if they had no job, had been seeking for a job and were ready to
start working.

Potential labour force denotes unemployed persons who express interest in getting a job for pay or profit, however their current
situation restricts their active job search or their readiness to start working.

Unemployed registered with employment services include persons having no job and earnings (labour income), living in the territory
of the Russian Federation, registered with the employment services in the place of residence to find a proper job, seeking for a job
and ready to start working.

Labour force participation rate is the ratio of the population of a specific age group, which is part of the labour force, to the total
population of the relevant age group, calculated as a percentage.

Employment rate is the ratio of the number of the employed population in a specific age group to the total population of the relevant
age group, calculated as a percentage.

Unemployment rate is the ratio of the number of the unemployed in a specific age group to the labour force of the relevant age group,
calculated as a percentage.

Registered unemployment rate is the ratio of the unemployed registered with the employment services to the labour force at age
15-72 years, calculated as a percentage.

Aggregate indicator of unemployment and potential labour force rate is the ratio of the unemployed and potential labour force
to the enhanced labour force concept, calculated as a percentage.The enhanced labour force concept covers employed, unemployed
and potential labour force.

Duration of unemployment (duration of job search) is the time period during which an unemployed person is seeking for a job, using
any method.

According to data of labour force sample surveys the duration of incomplete unemployment is presented, i.e. the time since the moment
of starting job search till the moment of fixing unemployment in the surveyed week.

Table 5.3. Results of surveys by the constituent entities of the Russian Federation are developed in accordance with the residence.

Table 5.4, 5.5. Persons engaged in labor activities for the production of goods for their own use are defined as all persons of the
surveyed age who, during the last month, carried out any activity related to the production of goods or the provision of services for their own
final use.

Persons performing unpaid work while undergoing vocational training, are defined as all persons of the surveyed age who, during
the surveyed week, participated in any gratuitous activities for the production of goods or the provision of services in the interests of others
in order to gain work experience or skills in a particular profession.

Volunteers - persons of the surveyed age, who during a certain period (month) carried out any unpaid, optional activity related
to the production of goods or the provision of services for the benefit of others.

The level of participation in a particular form of labor activity (labor activity for the production of goods and services for own use;
unpaid work of persons undergoing vocational training; labor activity of volunteers) is the ratio of the population employed in a certain form
of labor activity to the total population of the corresponding age group, calculated as a percentage.

Table 5.7. Data on the annual average number of employees are developed according to the main job of the civilian population once
a year while building up a balance of labor resources using data provided by organizations, results of labour force sample surveys
and information of executive authorities. The annual average number of employed includes working foreign citizens, both permanently
residing and temporarily residing in the territory of the Russian Federation..

Table. 5.8. Hours worked during a year at workplaces are determined by the number of hours worked for the production of goods
and services (on main, second job and in the production in households of agricultural, forestry, hunting and fishery products both for sale
and for own use, activities related to the construction of their own housing, buildings using one's own resources) within the territory of the
country. It is calculated by multiplying the number of workplaces for each kind of work by the average actual hours worked per one
workplace.

Hours actually worked include working time during normal working hours; time spent in excess of normal working hours; time spent in
the workplace for its maintenance and preparation for work; time reserved for short breaks in work for recreation. Hours actually worked do
not include paid, but not worked out time, for example, annual leave or time of illness.

Table 5.9. Labour productivity increase (decrease) rates are estimated by the Federal State Statistics Service for the whole economy
and by kinds of economic activity, the products of which are sold mainly at market prices.

The labour productivity change index for economy as a whole is calculated as a quotient from the division of the indices of physical
volume of GDP and changes in total labour inputs. Labour productivity index by economic activity is calculated as a quotient from
the division of the indices of physical volume of added value and changes of total labour inputs for "industrial" activities.

The indices of GDP change, output and value added are computed with reference to the absolute values of the indices at constant
prices.

The indices of changes of total labour input are defined on the basis of the labour input in all types of jobs including second jobs
and production for own consumption.

Tables 5.18 — 5.22. Information on foreign citizens engaged in labour activities in Russia is presented based on the data of the Ministry
of Interior of the Russian Federation.

Before 2011, the data were compiled with reference to:

work permits issued for foreign citizens arrived from countries with visa entry regulations (arriving from non-CIS countries and
Turkmenistan) and for stateless persons;

notifications received from employers recruiting foreign employees - for foreign citizens arrived from countries with visa-free entry
regulations (CIS countries: Armenia, Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Republic of Moldova, Tajikistan, Uzbekistan, Ukraine).

Since 2011, data were compiled on the basis of:

work permits issued for foreign citizens and stateless persons arrived from countries with visa and visa-free entry regulations;

licences to carry out work for individuals granted to foreign citizens and stateless persons arrived from countries with visa-free entry
regulations.

Since 2015, data are compiled on the basis of:

work permits issued for foreign citizens arrived from countries with visa entry regulations,

licenses to carry out work for private persons and legal entities, individual enrepreneurs and other persons whose activity is subject to
registration, granted to foreign citizens, arrived from countries with visa-free entry regulations.

Information on foreign citizens does not include citizens of the Republic of Belarus, to whom the above regulation does not apply.

Since 2015, citizens of Armenia, Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan can undertake labour activities without authorizing documentation (work
permits, licenses). For these countries the data are provided for the citizens that are granted work permits or licenses (highly qualified
specialists or students working during studies).

Since 2015, foreigners to whom were granted licenses include foreign citizens who renewed their licenses.

Table 5.35. The number of employees admitted for job includes persons who are enrolled in the organization in the reporting period
by order for admission to work. The number of dismissed employees includes all employees who left work in this organization regardless
of the reasons (voluntary resignation, by employer's initiative, by agreement of the parties, transfer of an employee with his (her) consent
to another organization, etc.) whose dismissal or transfer is issued by order).

Table 5.37. Strikes mean a temporary, voluntary refusal of workers to perform job duties (completely or partly) in order to resolve
a collective labour dispute. Suspension of work due to shortages in the supply of equipment, raw materials, components or spare parts,
caused by a strike in supplier organizations, is not considered as a strike.

Number of workers participating in strikes does not include workers who were absent from their workplaces for reasons such
as illness, annual leave, business trip, etc..

Share of employees engaged in jobs characterized by heaviness of working process is calculated by dividing the number
of employees working in heavy conditions recognized as identified harmful and (or) dangerous factor, by the total number of employees
of organization in the relevant kinds of economic activity (in percent).

Share of employees engaged in jobs characterized by intensity of working process is calculated by dividing the number
of employees working in intense conditions recognized as identified harmful and (or) dangerous factor, by the total number of employees
of organization in the relevant kinds of economic activity (in percent).

The share of the number of employees entitled to compensation for work with harmful and (or) dangerous working conditions is
calculated by dividing the number of employees entitled to at least one of the main types of compensation provided to them for work with
harmful and (or) dangerous working conditions, on the total number of employees of organizations of the relevant types of economic activity
(in percent).

Share of employees entitled to at least one type of guarantee or compensation is calculated by dividing the number of employees
entitled to at least one type of guarantee or compensation for being engaged in jobs with hazardous and (or) dangerous working conditions
by the total number of employees of organization in the relevant kinds of economic activity (in percent).

In this case an employee can be entitled to one or several types of compensations: increased remuneration for being engaged in jobs with
hazardous and (or) dangerous working conditions, annual additional paid leave, shortened working day at his (her) full pay, free healthful
and dietary meals, free milk or other equivalent food, free medical examination, early retirement pension, pensions granted for specific
working conditions, long-service pensions, established by legislation.

Statistical monitoring of occupational injuries is carried out for a selective range of sectors of the economy where this phenomenon is most
common: agriculture, forestry, hunting, fishing and fish farming; mining; manufacturing industries; provision of electricity, gas and steam; air
conditioning; water supply; water disposal, organization of collection and disposal of waste, activities for the elimination of pollution; construction;

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METHODOLOGICAL NOTES

Data on actual final consumption of households contain changes related to introduction of international methodology for the evaluation
of housing services produced and consumed by homeowners; estimation of consumption of fixed capital based on its current market value;
harmonization of data on exports and imports with balance of payments data, developed according to the methodology of the 6 edition of
the IMF “Balance of Payments and International Investment Position Manual (BPM6)”; updating of data on development of the basic 2011
and 2016 «Input-Output» tables, as well as using results of the 2016 Russian Agricultural Census , inclusion of assessment of services
of household workers (domestic servants), as well as the introduction of the 2008 SNA provisions to account research and development
results and weapon systems.

Before 2013, the calculations were carried out in accordance with the Methodology for calculating the balance of money incomes and
expenditures of population (Decree of the Goskomstat of Russia of July 16, 1996 No. 61). Starting since 2013, the calculations of money
incomes and expenditures of population were carried out in accordance with the Methodological Provisions for calculation of indicators
of money incomes and expenditures of population, approved by order of Rosstat of July 2, 2014 No. 465 (as amended of November
20, 2018).

Tables 6.1, 6.2. Average per capita money income (per month) is calculated by dividing annual volume of money income by 12 and
by midyear population.

Tables 6.1, 6.2, 6.5. Real accrued wages of employees of organizations is the purchasing power of wages in the reporting period due
to changes in prices of consumer goods and services compared with base period. For this purpose the index of real accrued wages
is compiled by dividing the index of nominal accrued wages by consumer price index for the same time period.

Tables 6.1, 6.2, 6.7. Gross average nominal monthly wages of employees of organizations are compiled by dividing the fund
of accrued wages of employees by average annual payroll number of employees and a number of months in the period. The fund of wages
includes the amounts of accrued compensation of employees in cash and in kind for worked and not worked hours, compensation
payments related to the labour regime and working conditions, premiums and increments, bonuses, lump sum payments, as well as
systematic payment for food and accommodation. Allowances received by employees from state non-budgetary funds are not included
in the fund of wages and monthly average wages.

Tab. 6.1, 6.2, 6.8, 6.9. The average amount of pensions awarded is determined by dividing the total amount of pensions awarded
(2000 - including compensation, 2021 - in Tables 6.1, 6.8. The data are given taking into account a lump-sum cash payment in September
2021 in the amount of 10 thousand rubles, assigned in accordance with the Decree of the President of the Russian Federation of August 24,
2021 No. 486) on the number of pensioners registered in the system of the Pension Fund of the Russian Federation (until 2002 - in the
boies of social protection of the population).

Tables 6.1, 6.8, 6.17. Living wage from 2000 to 2020 refers to the estimate of the consumer basket, as well as mandatory payments
and fees. It is determined in accordance with the Federal Law of October 24, 1997 No. 134 “On the Living Wage in the Russian Federation”
(the Federal Law of December 29, 2020 No. 473). The subsistence minimum is determined quarterly on average per capita for three
socio-demographic groups of the population (working population, pensioners, children). It is established: in the Russian Federation as
a whole by the Government of the Russian Federation (from Quarter IV of 2017 to Quarter IV of 2020 by the Ministry of Labor of Russia);
in the constituent entities of the Russian Federation by executive authorities of the constituent entities of the Russian Federation. For one
year, the estimate is based on the data on the subsistence minimum for Quarters I-IV of the corresponding year.

For the years 2000-2020, the consumer basket on the whole territory of the Russian Federation is established by the Federal Law
(in 2000-2004 by Federal Law of November 20, 1999 No. 201; for the years 2005-2012 by Federal Law of March 31, 2006 No. 44, in the
period of 2013-2020 - by the Federal Law of December 3, 2012 No. 227 and the Federal Law of December 3, 2012 No. 233). In the
constituent entities of the Russian Federation it is established by the legislative (representative) bodies of the constituent entities of the
Russian Federation.

For the period of 2000-2012, the consumer basket includes a minimum set of food products, as well as non-food products and services
necessary to maintain human health and ensure its vital activity. The evaluation of the consumer basket is carried out on the basis
of Rosstat data on the level of consumer prices for food, non-food products and services.

For the period of 2013-2020, the consumer basket includes the minimum set of food products necessary to maintain human health and
ensure its vital activity, as well as a cost estimate on-food goods and services, the value of which is determined in relation to the cost of
a minimum set of food products. The valuation of the consumer basket is carried out on the basis of Rosstat data on the level of consumer
prices for food products and consumer price indices for food products, non-food products and services.

The subsistence minimum per capita was calculated on the basis of the subsistence minimum for the main socio-demographic groups
of the population and the share of the population of working age, older than able-bodied, children aged 0-15 in the total population.

Starting from January 1, 2021, in accordance with Federal Law No. 473 of December 29, 2020, the value the average subsistence
minimum per capita and for three socio-demographic groups of the population (working-age population, pensioners, children) is set annually
for the next year. For the Russian Federation as a whole it is established by the Government of the Russian Federation, for the constituent
entities of the Russian Federation it is determined by the executive authorities of the constituent entities of the Russian Federation. For the
Russian federation as a whole, the average subsistence minimum per capita is calculated based on the median average per capita income
for the year preceding the year the subsistence minimum was established, for the constituent entities of the Russian Federation it is
calculated from 2021 in the amount not lower than the subsistence minimum per capita. For the main socio-demographic groups of the
population, established in the subject of the Russian Federation for the second quarter of 2020, and then - in the order determined by the
Government of the Russian Federation, taking into account the coefficient of regional differentiation (the ratio of the subsistence minimum
per capita as a whole in Russian Federation and the subsistence minimum per capita in the corresponding subject of the Russian
Federation).

The ratio of the subsistence minimum per capita and the median per capita income for the whole of the Russian Federation in 2021 is
set at 44.2 percent. Living wage and per capita and by socio-demographic groups of the population as a whole in the Russian Federation
from January 1, 2022 is established by the Federal Law on the Federal Budget (dated December 6, 2021 No. 390). The subsistence mini-
mum per capita and by socio-demographic groups of the population in general in the Russian Federation and in the constituent entities of
the Russian Federation from June 1, 2022 are established taking into account their indexation by 10 percent in accordance with the Decree
of the Government of the Russian Federation (dated May 28, 2022 No. 973). Median average per capita income is calculated by Rosstat.
The subsistence minimum for the main socio-demographic groups of the population as a whole in the Russian Federation are set in relation
to the subsistence minimum per capita: for the working population - 1.09, for the retired - 0.86, for children - 0.97.

Tables 6.1, 6.2, 6.18. Population with cash incomes below the subsistence level was determined on the basis of data on the
distribution of the population in terms of average per capita cash income and was the result of their comparison with the subsistence
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minimum. The population with cash incomes below the poverty line is determined on the basis of data on the distribution of the population in
terms of average per capita cash income and is the result of their comparison with the poverty line. The indicators are calculated with the
value of the macroeconomic indicator of the average per capita cash income of the population, determined in accordance with the
Methodological Provisions for Calculating Cash Income Indicators and expenditures of the population (order of Rosstat dated July 2, 2014
No. 465, amended on November 20, 2018).

Decree of the Government of the Russian Federation dated November 26, 2021 No. 2049 introduced the amendments, in accordance
with which, starting from 2021, the indicator "Population with cash income below the poverty line" is formed until 2020 ("Population with cash
income below the subsistence level"). In accordance with the Rules for Determination of Poverty Lines, approved by this resolution,
the values of the poverty lines “are determined by multiplying the values of the basic poverty lines by the consumer price index
for the reporting quarter or year by the 4th quarter of 2020, obtained by the chain method.” Baseline poverty lines set at the level of the
subsistence minimum for Quarter IV of 2020 in accordance with the Federal Law of October 24, 1997 No. 134, “On the subsistence
minimum in the Russian Federation” (as amended in force before the entry into force of the Federal Law of December 29, 2020 No. 473).

Tables 6.1, 6.4. Actual final consumption of households includes expenditures on purchasing of consumer goods and services and
also cost of consumption of goods and services in kind — produced for itself, received as compensation of employees and social transfers
in kind, i.e. free or discount individual goods and services, received from state administration sector and non-profit institutions serving
households.

Tables 6.1, 6.5. Real disposable money income is relative indicator, calculated by dividing the index of nominal value (i.e., actually
existing in the reporting period) of disposable money incomes of population by the consumer price index for relevant period. Disposable
money income of population is money income after deduction of compulsory payments and contributions.

Tables 6.1, 6.2, 6.5, 6.8. Real pension — relative indicator, calculated by dividing of nominal pension index (i.e. actually existing
in the reporting period) by the consumer price index for the relevant time period.

Table 6.2. Real money income - relative indicator, calculated by dividing of nominal value index (i.e., actually existing in the reporting
period) of money income of population by consumer price index for the relevant time period.

Table 6.3. Property income arises as a result of lending or leasing financial or material non-productive assets, including land, to other
units for use in production activities.

Households receive the following property income: interests (on deposits and securities (except shares), dividends on shares, rent,
property income imputed to households — holders of insurance policies and to participants of non-state pension insurance programs.
Households pay interests on loans received as income from property and rent. Net property income is the difference between received
and paid property income.

The difference between current transfers received by households and paid:

Current transfers received include social allowances, insurance reimbursements, non-capital gifts, etc.

Current transfers paid include current taxes on income and property, insurance payments, social insurance contributions, voluntary
contributions, fines, etc.

Gross disposable income of households is the amount of income derived from the primary distribution (compensation of employees,
mixed incomes, net property incomes), and as the result of redistribution of income in monetary form (current transfers).

Table 6.6. Money income of population include compensation of employees; income from entrepreneurial activity and other industrial
activity; social payments (pensions, allowances, scholarships and other payments); property income (dividends, interest accrued on cash
in bank accounts of private persons in credit organizations; payment of income on state and other securities; investment income (income
from property of policyholders); other money receipts.

Tables 6.8 — 6.10. Pensioners include persons who have exercised the right to receive a pension in accordance with the legislation
of the Russian Federation and interstate agreements, permanently residing in the Russian Federation.

Table 6.12. Data on minimum social guarantees are given on basis of regulatory legal acts that were in force on the date specified
in the table.

Table 6.14. Population by average per capita money income characterizes the differentiation of the population according to the level
of material wealth and represents the indicators of the number (or shares) of the resident population, grouped in predetermined intervals
by level of average per capita money income. Series of distribution are constructed using the simulation approach in accordance with the
methodology approved by Decision of the Goskomstat of Russian of July 16, 1996 Ne 61 in consultation with relevant ministries and
departments, by transforming of empirical distribution, obtained according to the results of household budget sample survey, into a range
of distribution corresponding to the value of grouping attribute in general universe (per capita money income derived from the annual
calculations of money incomes and expenditures of the population).

Median value of per capita money income is defined as income level for which one half of population has per capita money income
below the median, the other half of population has per capita money income above the median

Modal value of per capita money income is value of per capita money income, most commonly occurring in the population distribution
by average per capita money income.

Table 6.15. Total volume of money income by different group of populations is expressed as a share of total income that
is attributable to each of the 20 % groups of population, ranked by increasing of average per capita incomes.

Decile dispersion ratio (coefficient of income differentiation) is the degree of social stratification and is defined as a ratio between
the average levels of money income of 10 percent of population with the highest income and 10 percent of population with the lowest
income.

Gini coefficient (index of income concentration) is the level of deviation of the actual volume of distribution of income of population
from the line of their even distribution. The value of coefficient may vary from 0 to 1. The higher the value of the indicator, the less even
is the distribution of income in the society.

Table 6.16. Information on the distribution of the total amount of gross wages, as well as on the differentiation of average wages
by group of workers with the lowest and highest wages, was prepared according to the data of surveys of organizations of all kinds
of economic activity (excluding small businesses). For 2021, the survey was conducted on a sample basis with the extension of data
to the general universe of organizations.

The employees who were admitted and dismissed in the reporting month, were absent because of iliness or caring for the sick, who
were on vacation without pay, external part-time employees and employees hired under temporary contracts were not taken into account.
Remuneration for the year and other payments that are not regular, were not included in the wages of employees. Quarterly premiums were
included in the amount attributable to one month.

Since 2007, the survey is being conducted once every two years.
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Coefficient of funds (coefficient of wage differentiation) characterizes the degree of social stratification and is defined as the ratio
between the average wage levels of 10% of workers with the highest wages and 10% of workers with the lowest wages.

Gini coefficient (wage concentration index) characterizes the degree of deviation of the line of the actual distribution of the total wage
from the line of its even distribution. The value of the coefficient can vary from 0 to 1, while the higher is the value of indicator, the more
unevenly the wages are distributed.

Decile dispersion ratio (wage differentiation coefficient) characterizes the degree of social stratification and shows how many times
the minimum wage in the group of 10% of the most paid employees exceeds the maximum wage in the group of 10% of the least paid
employees.

Table 6.19. Deficit of money income is defined as the amount of money required to bring the income of population receiving income
below the subsistence minimum to the minimum subsistence level.

Tables 6.20, 6.21. Distribution of low income households / population is carried out according to the results of sample observation
of income of population and participation in social programs.

Low income population (households) — population / households with money incomes below the subsistence minimum determined
by the calculation method, based on the actual composition of the surveyed household and the subsistence minimum in socio-demographic
groups of population established in the constituent entity of the Russian Federation at the place of residence of surveyed households.
Household money income includes all income receipts that the household or its individual members receive annually or more frequently.

Table 6.22. Money expenditures of population include expenditures on purchase of goods and payment for services, payments for
goods (work, services) to foreign suppliers in non-cash and cash, including the balance of cross-border Internet trading; costs of compulsory
payments and various contributions; other expenses of population.

Savings of population include: increase (decrease) in savings in roubles and foreign currency accounts in banks of the Russian
Federation and abroad; increase (decrease) of funds in the form of loans and borrowings from foreign counterparties; increase (decrease)
in savings in securities (including bills and debt securities); expenses for the purchase of real estate (including the balance of operations
with instruments of participation in capital and real estate abroad); increase (decrease) of cash in hands of population in roubles and
in foreign currency in rouble equivalent; increase (decrease) in other savings. The total amount of savings of population is adjusted by the
amount of financial liabilities (credits, loans) and the amount of sale of financial assets (funds from the sale and redemption of investment
shares, from the sale of participatory interests in the charter capital of organizations, etc.).

Table 6.23. The level and structure of cash income of households were obtained based on the results of sample observation of income
of population and participation in social programs, which is being carried out by Rosstat, in all constituent entities of the Russian
Federation. Observation is being carried out by a sampling method with coverage of 10 000 households in 2012 and of 45 000 households
in 2014 — 2015. Starting from 2016 the observation covers 60,000 households, in 2017 and further every next five years there
is an increase in coverage up to 160,000 households. The observation unit is private household and members of household.
The observation program is based on the survey (interviewing) of household members using results of the calendar year preceding the year
of the survey.

Table 6.24. Household consumption expenditure consists of the sum of consumer expenditures and an estimate in money
equivalent of the value of in-kind receipts. Consumption expenditures do not include the cost of goods purchased during the period
of observation, but not used for personal consumption, and the cost of agricultural products produced during the period of observation
but not used for personal consumption.

Tables 6.24 — 6.29. Household budget sample survey is a method of statistical observation of the level of living standards
of population.

Tables 6.25, 6.26. Household consumption expenditures are part of household money expenditures aimed at purchasing
consumer goods and paying for services to meet the needs of the household and household members. Consumer expenditures do not take
into account the cost of purchase of works of art, antiques and jewelry, purchased as investments, as well as the cost of paying for materials
and works on the construction and repair of dwellings or utility space, which are investments.

The frame of study and dissemination of budget survey data are defined by the following goals: to compile data on distribution
of population by levels of welfare; to get weighting indicators to calculate the consumer price index, to supply data for compilation
of accounts of household sector in the System of National Accounts.

Household budget surveys are being conducted on a quarterly basis in all constituent entities of the Russian Federation by sampling
method and covers 48.5 thousand households. Results of the survey are compiled quarterly and for the whole year.

Program of surveys is based on the household records of current expenditures and interviews with members of households at the end
of reference period of survey.

To create a sampling universe of households, starting since 1997, a two-stage random sample is used, based on a territorial basis.
The final sampling unit is a household (with the exception of collective and institutional units), which is a combination of persons living in one
dwelling or in its part, both related and unrelated by kinship relations, jointly providing themselves with food and everything necessary
for life, i.e. fully or partially combining and spending their funds. A household may consist of one person living alone.

Observation units are households and their members. The sample provides the representative data of survey for the federal
and regional levels (constituent entities of the Russian Federation).

Tables 6.31, 6.33 — 6.34. Housing stock is the aggregate of all dwellings located on the territory of the Russian Federation.

Dwelling is an isolated room which is real estate and suitable for permanent living of citizens (which meets established sanitary
and technical rules, norms and other legal requirements).

Housing stock does not include summer garden houses, sporting and tourist centers, motels, camping, sanatorium, health resorts,
holiday hotels, visitors’ houses, hotels, barracks, monks’ cells, railway carriages and other structures.

Because of the lack of a normative legal act that should establish the procedure for the state registration of housing stock and its state
technical accounting (including technical inventory) in the Russian Federation), since 2015 official statistical information is being developed
for incomplete coverage of accounting units.

Table 6.37. Subsidies to pay for dwellings and communal services are targeted social assistance which is provided to citizens
by executive authorities of the constituent entities of the Russian Federation and local self-governing bodies in case their expenses
for payment of dwellings and municipal services, calculated on the basis of the size of the regional standard of normative area of dwelling
used for calculation of subsidies, and the size of regional standard for the cost of dwellings and municipal services, exceed the value
of maximum allowable share of expenses of citizens on payment of dwellings and municipal services in the total family income.

Table 6.38. Social support to pay for dwellings and municipal services is provided in accordance with the current legislation
to certain categories of citizens, including members of their families jointly living with them (if this is provided for in the legislation
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corresponding to this category of citizens) in the form of discount to the accrued amount of payment for dwellings and municipal services
or in the form of monetary payment to a citizen through bank accounts, communication organizations or in another way.

Table 6.39. Distribution of households by type and amenity of occupied dwellings was obtained based on the results
of the Comprehensive Survey of Living Conditions of Population, for the first time conducted by state statistics bodies in 2011 in all
constituent entities of the Russian Federation by a sampling method with coverage of 10,000 households. Starting since 2014, observation
is being conducted once every two years with coverage of 60,000 households.

Tables 6.40 — 6.42. Distribution of households by type of occupied dwellings, by average size of dwelling area per one inhabitant,
is based on the results of the Comprehensive Survey of Living Conditions of Population, which is being conducted by Rosstat in all
constituent entities of the Russian Federation. The observation is based on a sample survey of representatives of various groups and strata
of the population living in all constituent entities of the Russian Federation, with a frequency of once every two years and coverage
of 60,000 households. The observation program is based on a personal interview of household members.
